Now read out each
question to the pupils as below. At the end of the test, read out all 20 sentences again.

The kitten was fearless climbing the
curtains.

Mina had never skied before, she was
a complete beginner.

Spelling seven: the word is gym.
We can play basketball in the gym
after school.

The word is gym.

Spelling eight: the word is trouble.
Danny is in trouble because he was
rude to his parents.

The word is trouble.

Spelling nine: the word is impatient.
Everyone was impatient for the show
to start.

The word is impatient.

Spelling ten: the word is population.
The population of my town is increasing
each year.

The word is population.
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Spelling eleven: the word is basically.
My bike is basically the same as yours,
just a different colour.
The word is basically.

Spelling twelve: the word is pleasure.
It's a pleasure to meet you.
