	Phonics
	To recap sounds and tricky words taught previously
	· Listen Jolly phonics songs: S,A, T, P, I, N, M, D, G, O, C, K, E, U, R
· Show the grapheme of the different sounds and let children tell you which sound is. (Resources: Flashcards)
· Practice segmenting and blending words with the sounds they already know: Say words like a robot E.g., C-A-T and let the children to guess the word. (CAT, GOT, DOG, SAT, PEN, INK, RAT, RUN, etc.)
· Write CVC (Consonant, vowel, Consonant) or place the flashcards together to make CVC words and encourage children to sound out the word (say the single sounds of the word) and then to put the sounds together (Blend the sounds - read the word). (PIN, PICK, COD, GOD, MAN, SUN, NAP, PAN, etc.). 
· Show the flashcards of the tricky words: (I, GO, TO, THE, NO, INTO) and let the children read the word without sounding it out (We do not break tricky words into sounds, we read it as it is).

To compare 2 sets of objects and say which is ‘more than’
	Home learning
Resources: 2 different soft toys, objects to hide 
Revisit We are going to play ‘Show me!’ Call out a number up to 4 and ask the children to show the same number on their fingers. Show me… 3. Now can you show me 3 in a different way?
1. Play ‘Who has more than… ?’ using 2 toys. The toys are arguing over who has more things. [Teddy] thinks that he has more things. [Monkey] says that she has more things. Can we help them decide who is right? 
2. Hide sets containing different numbers of the same objects under a blanket. Encourage the children to guess which of the toys will have more objects when the blanket is removed.
3. Use the stem sentence. How do we know who has more?

	Maths
	To represent a given number on their fingers without looking
To compare 2 sets of objects and say which is ‘more than’.
	Home learning
Resources: 2 different soft toys, objects to hide, Maths Slides Week 1 (session 2)
Revisit: We are going to play ‘Show me!’ Call out a number up to 4 and ask the children to show the same number on their fingers. Show me… 4. Now can you show me 4 in a different way?
1. Play the ‘Who has more than… ?’ game from Session 1 again. This time, ask the children to compare sets with different attributes, such as 3 red pencils and 8 blue pencils. Can you say what’s different about the sets of pencils? Who has more than the other? [Teddy] or [Monkey]?
2. Display slides 4–8 of the presentation to repeat the activity, again drawing attention to the comparison of the quantities in the sets.
3. Use the stem sentence: _____ has more than _____ .

	Maths
	To compare 2 sets of objects and say which is ‘more than’ or ‘fewer than’.
	Home learning
Resources: Maths slides week 1 (session 3), 2 different soft toys, objects to hide.
Revisit Play a game of ‘compare fingers’. Ask the children to show a number of fingers on one hand, then display the image on slide 10. Who is showing more fingers than this?
Repeat with slides 11–12.
1. Play the ‘Who has more than… ?’ game from Sessions 1 and 2 again, using the selection of objects from yesterday. Who has more than the other? [Teddy] or [Monkey]? 
2. Introduce the vocabulary of ‘fewer than’. We can say that [Teddy] has more than [Monkey]. We can also say that [Monkey] has fewer than [Teddy].
3. Repeat the activity using different numbers of objects, ensuring that all other attributes are the same [e.g. size, colour]. Who has fewer than the other? [Teddy] or [Monkey]?
4. Use the stem sentence: [Teddy/Monkey] has fewer _____ than [Teddy/ Monkey].

Revisit: Play a game of ‘compare fingers’.
Ask the children to show a number of fingers on one hand, then display the image on slide 14. Who is showing fewer fingers than this? Repeat with slides 15–16.
1. Play the ‘Who has fewer than… ?’ game from yesterday. Use the stem sentence: _____ has fewer than _____ .
2. Repeat the activity but, as with the ‘Who has more than… ? like the game on Tuesday, ask the children to compare sets with different attributes, such as 3 red pencils and 8 blue pencils. Can you say what’s different about the sets of pencils?
3. Who has fewer than the other? [Teddy] or [Monkey]?
4. Display slides 17–20 to repeat the activity, again drawing attention to the comparison of the quantities in the sets.
