	To know what a parable is.
To know that Jesus used parables to teach us about God.
To know the parable of the good Samaritan.
To know that God reveals Himself in the parables.
	How did Jesus teach us? (stories, miracles, example etc.)
What sort of stories did he tell us? (stories with a message)
What is a parable? (A story with a message)
What happens in the story of the good Samaritan?
Why did Jesus tell us this story?
What happened after the story to the good Samaritan and the sick man?
How can we be like the good Samaritan?
Why did the priest and the levite react as they did?
What stops us from helping others?(GD)
Who would we least expect to help or to help us? Why? (GD)
	What is a parable, and how do they help us?
· May have come across parables previous year. Explain that we are going to be looking at parables. Explain that Jesus told us stories with hidden meanings to help us live better lives. We call these stories parables.  Can they name any? 
· Focus on Parable of the Good Samaritan 
· Share story in appropriate form Read Lk 10:25-37
Y1 to sequence story and Y2 (and more able Y1s) to retell it. See sheets.

Lesson 2

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Challenge children to decide what message Jesus was trying to get across in the story (ensure you stop before it’s given). Discuss how we can act out the story as if it was in our playground, who would we expect to help us? Who do we think wouldn’t help?  Act out new version, ensure they include what the message is.  Write / draw a picture.
	Children will know the story of The Good Samaritan

They will know that this is how God wants us to reveal His love and identify what a parable is.
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
