This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education. 
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Part A: Curriculum music
This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.

	Each week, children receive an hour of music teaching, based on the Model Music Curriculum. Lessons are delivered across the school only by teaching staff, using the Sing Up music platform. This ensures consistency and progression from Year R to Year 6. In Year 4, children participate in the In2Music project where they learn an instrument as a class for a whole term. They are then able to continue these lessons privately if they wish. This is part of the school’s links with Berkshire Music Trust.
Children work on their singing for a performance throughout the year. In EYFS/KS1 this is a nativity performance. In LKS2 it is for a Lenten Reflection performed before Easter. UKS2 work on a summer production.
Throughout the term, regular hymn practices are scheduled to learn hymns for songs and Masses. Children also enjoy performing songs they have learnt as part of their class music lessons in a group performance for the school.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	The school welcomes music teachers from Berkshire Music Trust who teach small group and individual lessons for pupils within the school day, currently on piano or woodwind instruments, but others are available depending on demand.
Children in Key Stage 2 are able to join the choir, rehearsing at lunchtimes once a week. There is also a boys’ choir running at certain times of year to encourage boys to access and enjoy singing. All choir rehearsals are during lunchtimes to increase access for all. As part of the school links to BMT, children can access reduced-rate lessons, instrument hire and opportunities for weekend musical activities outside of school. Pupil Premium children have the opportunity to access these for a reduced rate/free.
 


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	Regular singing assemblies are planned in for children to showcase learning from class. Songs are learnt for special events such as VE day and performed as a school.
Berkshire Music Trust visit once a year to provide a live music assembly on a variety of instruments, where children are the audience. The productions from each Key Stage across the year are also an experience for the children, where some are performing and others are the audience.
Each year, the choir attend the Junior Music Festival where hundreds of children from many schools perform at the Hexagon Theatre. They also attend 2 area rehearsals for this event prior to this. Children experience performing in a concert space to a large audience made up of parents and friends. The choir also perform as part of Tilehurst’s Remembrance Day commemorations in the Triangle; and sing rehearsed Carols at the Senior Citizen’s lunch at St Joseph’s.
Children from all of KS2 sing in church for the Advent Reflection each year, leading Christmas songs while family and friends attend


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	In the future, we are planning to increase our regularity of whole school singing performances with the return of termly Sing Up performances. We are hoping to begin a school band or ensemble group, and provide more opportunities for the choir and boys’ choir to perform. We are planning to teach the skills of singing more directly in gatherings such as hymn practice each week. We will increase our repertoire of new songs.
